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JC Badges and Buds 
Official Rules

Tournament Rules – LaCygne Lake
All Federal, State, County, and Park Regulations apply

The Tournament Director(s) has the right to implement any rule before, during, or after event.  Any disputes or rule determination will be made by him/them, and the director’s decisions are final.  The Director(s) has the right to delay or cancel the event due to weather or other unforeseen circumstances, only then will entries be refunded.

Bass 

5 Bass limit, 18” minimum in length measured by the Golden Rule, no frozen, mutilated, or mistreated fish will be weighted.  Any fish that is short of 18” will constitute the loss of the fish and a 1 pound penalty.  Any dead fish will be weighted, however, a 1 pound penalty will be assessed to the total weight for each dead fish.  Largemouth, Smallmouth and Spotted are the only Bass Species that will be weighted.  Only artificial baits may be used. No live or cut bait is permitted (pork baits are permitted). All bass must be caught alive in a legal and sporting manner. Snagging is not permitted. Each competitor may only use 1 rod at a time. No more than 1 line in the water at a time per angler. Trolling with the combustion motor is not permitted. No competitor may leave the boat to land or catch fish.
Boats 

Any boat with a lawful capacity to carry at least 2 persons, with any size motor, except overpowered, are allowed.  All laws regarding safety equipment will be applied.  Lifejackets and Kill Switches (if applicable) will be worn when the large motor is in operation.  Livewells are optional; however, penalties will be applied to dead or mistreated fish.  Stringers are not allowed.

Check-in
A pre-tournament check-in will begin one hour prior to take-off and will end at 5 minutes prior to take-off.  All late arrivals will have to wait until after the initial take-off.  Boats will be checked.  All entries must be back at the dock at or before posted end of the tournament.  Any late team is disqualified.

Off Limits
The only off limit area is the Marina Cove (which begins at the far east dock) and any other designated by Lake Authority.

Weigh in 
Weigh in will begin at the end of the tournament.  Scales will be provided by the Tournament Director(s) and will not be disputed.  Any ties will be decided by take-off position, 1st being the best.  The Tournament Director(s) fish will be weighted by a participant and in that case the participant assumes Tournament Director(s) authority and will handle any dispute regarding that weight. 
Waiver
The Tournament Director/s and Staff will not be liable for any accidents or injuries.  It is up to you to be safe and follow all laws and regulations.
Weather 

In case of strong winds you may take your boat out at an alternate area, however, your team with your boat must check in at the dock no later than the posted end of tournament or be disqualified.  

Optional Take-off – Boats can be trailered to other ramps and launched, with the Tournament Director’s prior approval.  They will be allowed to leave the Marina area slightly before scheduled take-off, however, must be back by posted end of tournament and will at no time be given an unfair advantage.

Pay-off 
Places will be paid in cash to the most combined weight of fish.  How many places will be determined by the number of participants.  2 places for first 10 teams.  1 additional place per 5 teams.  *Teams that register or pay at the ramp are requested to do so in cash.  This allows pay-out in cash.  Trophies will be given for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd, Place.  
Big Bass 
An additional Big Bass Pot will be determined.  The bass pot will go to the team with the heaviest Bass.  Any ties will be decided by take –off position as described in (weight in) An Honor in Angling Plaque will be given for big bass if the director(s) has deemed one for that year.  

Badges Cup Division
This will be awarded to the LEO, Fire Department, EMT, or other Emergency Responder team that consist of at least one of the above with the largest total weight.  The Cup will be retained by that agency they represent until the following year.  It will then be returned to be awarded the next year.  If no team catches a length limit bass it will be retained by the director(s) that year.  
Bolo 

Any bolo tournament where a legal bass is not caught will automatically be rolled over into a make-up tournament.  A date for the new tournament will be the discretion of the Tournament Director/s with attempts to accommodate most.  In that event, your take-off position and entry fee retained and your team/boat owner will automatically be entered.  Substitutions are at your discretion and we will not handle disputes.   
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
